Bank’s paid up share capital of Rs.348.62 crores has exceeded
the authorized share capital Rs.170 crores and the same needs amendment to
Bank’s bye-laws so that paid up share capital does not exceed the authorized share
capital. As mentioned in schedule 30(B)(9) the bank has taken up the issue with the
relevant authorities seriously, but tangible response has not been received.14. GST

Advance
unrecoverable above 3 years have been provided, 6. The Bank has apportioned an
amount of ¥43.24 lakhs towards Investment depreciation reserve for considering
any diminution in value of investment; 7.The Bank has created contra item for LIC
plan asset value of gratuity for 211.49 crore, provision for bonus for *12.50 lakhs
and DEAF payment for ¥45.93 lakhs. However, bank has no obligation to pay nor
any right to receive the same; 8.The Bank has shown a sum of ¥10.96 lakhs of NPA
provision under Capital Reserve group. This amount has been received from Govt.
of Odisha towards provision for NPA accounts, So the bank has classified it as a
special category and has put under capital reserve. 9.Bank’s issued capital has
exceeded its authorized capital and the Bank is in the process of amending its bye-
laws; The bank has approved increase in authorized share capital from 170 crore to
700 crore on 27.09.2024 vide 56th AGB dated 27.09.2024.
